MLA Style 

Remember:  

· Author’s last name first (John Doe = Doe, John)

· Write down the information on your source as you are using it.  It’s easier than tracking down the information later.

· Use the correct punctuation and spacing!

· Dates are list in this order – day month year.  Also, the month is abbreviated.  Example: 17 Nov. 2005.

· Use the title page and the page after it to get source information on books and encyclopedias.

· Always evaluate the website you are using!  If you cannot find a lot of the information you need to cite it, then question if it is a good source.

· Sources listed in alphabetical order.

· Database sources give you the citation
